It can also be used to
allow synchronisation of up to four asynchronous video signals when used with a House Sync,
Genlock or Black Burst Signal Generator.

The TBC-5000 is ideal for use in set ups with other products such as the Datavideo DVK-100 stand

alone Chromakey solution or with an Analogue to Digital converter or an Analogue Video capture
card.

Appendix A : TBC-5000 RS-232 Protocol

TBC-5000 input channel to output channel switching control
The PC communicates to the TBC-5000 device via a COM port with the following parameters:

38,400 Baud
1 stop bit
No parity control

The input channels are switched to the output channels by means of 2 instruction strings from the PC.
The TBC-5000 device must answer both instruction strings.

1st Instruction String from the PC will be :
O0xE2, OxE4, 0x00, 0x03, 0x16, 0x00, OxFF, 0x10

The TBC-5000 device MUST answer to the 1st Instruction String with :
OxE2, OxE4, 0x00, 0x00, OxFC

2nd Instruction String from the PC will be one of 256 possible strings:
You do not need to use all 256 just identify and use the one you require.

The 5th byte in the 2nd instruction string (i.e. the byte changing 0x00 thru OxFF sequentially on the
following 2 pages) sets the switching mode and is interpreted by the device the following way:

bit[7,6] — input channel number switched to the output 3
bit[5,4] — input channel number switched to the output 2
bit[3,2] — input channel number switched to the output 1
bit[1,0] — input channel number switched to the output 0

For example: 0xE2, 0xE4, 0x07, 0x01, OXE4, OXE1
The 5th byte 0xE4 (11100100 binary) would mean output 0 connected to the input channel
0, output 1 to the input channel 1, output 2 to the input channel 2, output 3 to the input channel 3.

Another example: 0xE2, 0xE4, 0x07, 0x01, 0x1B, 0xD4

The 5th byte 0x1B (00011011 binary) would mean output 0 connected to the input

channel 3, output 1 to the input channel 2, output 2 to the input channel 1,output 3 to the input
channel 0.

The TBC-5000 device MUST answer to the 2nd Instruction String with :
0xE2, OxE4, 0x07, 0x00, 0x92

NOTE: If any of the TBC-5000 device answers do not match the above example device answers then
the PC should repeat the two Instruction Strings again.

If the switching state needs to be changed then another two corresponding Instruction Strings must
be sent by the PC to the TBC-5000 device.
